Shamrocks
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Here are some clovers, growing in a field. Clover leafs are also called “shamrocks.” Most of them have three leaves, but every once in a while, you find one with four leaves. This is very exciting because it’s so rare. In Irish lore, a four-leaf clover brings luck to whoever finds it. Make a clover out of the bread dough in the bag. Bake it at 275* for one hour. Let it cool!
